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Abstract: Vietnam’s national target programme on new rural devel it has been pleted ina
number of localities. A survey ducted on 200 households in Van Lang commune, Hung Ha
district, Thai Binh province, regarding the nine criteria on improving the living standards, shows
that most of them believe in the sustainability of the scores of seven of the criteria, with only the
other two said to be not sustainable. The living conditions of the people and the operations of the
mass media are the main reasons which have led to the people's confidence in the improved living
standards. The higher the standard of living and the better the access to information, the more the
optimism and the greater the confid btained towards the inability of the scores achieved
in the criteria of the programme of new rural development.
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
