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Abstract: The COVID-19 pandemic has had negative impacts on every aspects of Vietnamese
person’s life. To respond and recover from the impacts of the pandemic, the Government has
launched many health and social security support packages for people facing difficulties due to the
COVID-19 pandemic. Among the affected groups, those infected with HIV and at risk of HIV
infection (injecting drug users, men who have sex with men, transgender women, and female sex
workers) are affected in many ways than other groups. The article aims to evaluate the impact of
the COVID-19 pandemic on the above groups from the aspects of access to health services and
social security packages by examining the correlation between COVID-19 and these aspects such
as income, employment, nutrition, medical care, education, information and communication,
housing, access to preventive health services and access to social security packages. The results
show that the COVID-19 pandemic has had a major impact on factors such as: income; job; medical
care and nutrition of target groups while less impacts on the aspects of education, media
information and housing; access to preventive health services and access social security packages.
This contributes to affirming that the support work of the State and relevant parties for people
infected with HIV and at risk of HIV infection has been implemented well during the pandemic.
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
